HeliBar should extend a minimum of 200mm either side of the
expansion joint.
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Stagger the position of the sleeve on adjacent HeliBars.

HeliBars to be installed at a maximum 300mm vertical spacing.

Suitable Helifix wall ties to be installed on each side of the newly
formed expansion joint not more than 225mm back from the joint and
at a maximum of 300mm vertical spacing.
